Parking for the Cathedral of the Incarnation:
* Parking lot directly behind the Cathedral Rectory
* Parking lot adjacent to the Cathedral
* Parking lot on Terrace Place behind the Cathedral
* Vanderbilt Parking Garage, enter from 215t Avenue, South; a sign at the
entrance to the garage designates Cathedral parking.




War Memorial Auditorium, is located in a historic landmark across from the
6th Avenue entrance to TPAC (and the beautiful War Memorial Plaza). The 66°0” x 52°0”
crescent-shaped stage, where several live aloums have been recorded, contributes to the

auditorium’s superb acoustics. This facility has been renovated to function as a multi-
purpose space.




DIRECTIONS TO WAR MEMORIAL AUDITORIUM (WMA)

Located at the corner of Charlotte and 7th Avenues

(These directions are to the 7th Avenue entrance of WMA. Located on 7th Avenue there are
both aloading dock entrance and a public entrance with 10 steps leading to the auditorium
lobby via the outside courtyard. Please see downtown map)

From Interstate 65 driving NORTH (from Huntsville or Brentwood):

Take Exit #48, James Robertson Parkway. The exit curves around and brings you into the flow of traffic.
Continue going straight as you enter the traffic. Go to the third traffic light, 3rd Avenue, and turn Left. Go to the
second traffic light, Union Street, and turn right. Go four blocks to 7th Avenue and take a right and War
Memorial will be on your right.

From Interstate 65 driving SOUTH (from Louisville or Rivergate):

Take James Robertson Parkway, Exit #48. Go to the end of the exit and turn right. Follow the road to the third
traffic light, 3rd Avenue, and turn left. Got to the second traffic light, Union Street and turn right. Go four blocks
to 7th Avenue, and take a right. War Memorial will be on your right.

From Interstate 40 driving EAST (from Memphis or Bellevue):
Take the Broadway exit and turn left onto Broadway. Follow Broadway to 7th Avenue and turn left. Go four
blocks on 7th Avenue to the corner of 7th Avenue and Union Street. War Memorial will be on your right.

From Interstate 40 driving WEST (from Knoxville or Airport):
Take the Broadway exit and turn right. Follow Broadway to 7th Avenue and turn left. Follow 7th Avenue to
Union Street. War Memorial is on the corner of 7th Avenue and Union Street on your right.

From Interstate 24 driving WEST (from Chattanooga or Antioch):
Follow 1-24 to the 1-40/1-65 split. Take I-65 North and follow the directions above for I-65 North.

From Interstate 24 driving EAST (from Clarksville):
Follow 1-24 to the 1-40/1-65 split. Take I-65 South and follow directions above for 1-65 South.

From Vanderbilt Area:
Follow West End to Broadway. Follow Broadway to 7th Avenue, and turn left. Follow 7th Avenue for four blocks
to the corner of 7th Avenue and Union Street. War Memorial will be on your right.

From Riverfront Park:
Take Broadway to 7th Avenue and turn right. Follow 7th Avenue for 4 blocks to the corner of 7th Avenue and
Union Street. War Memorial will be on your right.
